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Some thoughts by  Pastor Scott 

 
 Thinking Critically, Living Faithfully is the 

official credo of my favorite religious publication, 

The Christian Century. The lack of critical thinking 

and faithful living within (and without) the church is 

the major source of our ills. I was listening to a 

fellow on the local Christian station go on and on 

about the fact that we donôt, as Christians, follow 

Godôs command to worship on the Sabbath (which 

would start Friday at sundown), and that fact is why 

the Christian church is in so much trouble. ñThere is 

no scriptural basis for worshipping on Sunday,ò the 

fellow lamented. 

 He is right. He is also wrong. Thinking 

Critically would demand of us to explain why the 

way we worship today isnôt in the Bible either. Acts, 

the book about the beginnings of the Christian church 

tells us that the earliest apostles ñdevoted themselves 

to the apostlesô teachings and fellowship, to the 

breaking of bread and the prayerséand  had all 

things in common; selling their possessions and 

goods and distributing the proceeds to all, as any had 

need.ò Iôd love to come to this kind of a church.   

 St. Paul, in his letter to the Romans, explains 

worship as presenting myself ñas a living sacrifice, 

holy and acceptable to God, which is your spiritual 

worship.ò Paul isnôt talking only about the times we 

enter a house of worship, whether it is a Saturday, or 

a Monday, but how we live our lives every moment.  

 Which brings me to the second part of the 

Centuryôs credo: Living Faithfully. It isnôt how we 

observe something that matters, but how we live it. 

Do I present myself as a living sacrifice in the totality 

of what that means? Do I conform myself to this 

world, or am I a transforming agent? It isnôt the day 

that matters ï itôs the living worship that matters.   

 When we gather to worship we invite Godôs 

kingdom to come. To pray this prayer is to orient our 

lives toward God and not ourselves. To pray this 

prayer is to orient our lives toward Godôs will and not 

our own. Luther states that ñGodôs kingdom comes 

even without our asking, but we pray in this petition 

that it may also come to us,ò on Sunday and Monday 

and Tuesday and Wednesday and Thursday and 

Friday and Saturday!

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Pemphero Bears (Prayer Bears) for Malawi  
 

This project is for crocheted pemphero (prayer bears) for children in Malawi. While crocheting the bear, 

we ask you to pray for love, hope, peace, comfort and support for the orphans. Each bear will be sent with 

a prayer for the child who is receiving it, both in English and in Chechewa. These will be attached before 

they are shipped. The bears will be given to the orphans at the feeding stations. 

 

Materials: Size H hook Poly stuffing 

 4-ply yarn, machine washable, 3 colors 

 MC = main color 

 TC = trouser color 

 SC = sweater color 

(Chain 1 at beginning of each row throughout) 

 

Leg (make 2) Chain 20 of MC 

  Single crochet 8 rows 

  Change to TC, single crochet 16 rows, finish off.  

Fold leg in half to form foot and pant leg. Stitch together 

on foot and leg seam. Leave top open to stitch to body. 

 

Arms (make 2) Chain 16 of MC 

  Single crochet 6 rows 

  Change to SC, single crochet 16 rows 

Fold arm in half to form hand and arm. Stitch together on 

hand and arm seam. 

 Leave top open to stitch to body. 

 

Scarf ï Chain 60, single crochet 1 row. Finish off. 

 

Body  Chain 20 of TC 

  Single crochet 16 rows 

  Change to SC, single crochet 20 rows 

  Change to MC, single crochet 5-6 inches (head) 

  Change to SC, single crochet 20 rows 

  Change to TC, single crochet 16 rows 

 

Assemble:  Fold body part along middle of head section. Stitch together on sides of head. Attach arms 

and legs. Continue to stitch seams together, leaving opening to stuff lightly, and stitch shut. Embroider 

face with yarn or embroidery floss. TIP : It may be easier to embroider face before stitching.  Sew 

diagonally across top corners of head to form ears. Attach scarf securely around neck. 

 

Crochet other patterns on the sweater for a fun look. Please do not sew anything (such as buttons) on the 

bears. 
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NEEDED: MACHINE EMBROIDERY 
 

Do you have an embroidery sewing machine? Does it work with designs on a CD? A back-up 

person is needed to help with baptismal blankets which are made for each child baptized at 

First Lutheran. Only very occasional help would be needed, but I would like another person or
