MISSION OF THE MONTH

We will be collecting money to purchase BED NETS for MALAWI. For just $5, you can help
purchase an insecticide-treated bed net that will protect up to three children from mal aria! Malaria
is a leading cause of death and disease worldwide. In Africa, a child dies from malaria every 10
seconds. Malaria is an enormous drain on many national economies and is a driving force in the
vicious cycle of disease and poverty. People with malaria typically are very sick with high fevers,
shaking chills and flu -like illness, and they can die if they do not receive proper medical treatment.
Pregnant women and children under age 5 who have little or no immunity are more likely to become
severely ill and die.

A BED NET is a net that hangs above a sleeping space, usually a bed or matt, and provides a
physical barrier between the malaria -carrying mosquito and the person at risk of getting the disease.
An insecticide -treated bed net protects the pe rson sleeping underneath even if the net has small
holes in it, because the insecticide kills mosquitoes that get through before they reach the sleeping
person. Since insecticide-treated nets kill the mosquitoes, they help reduce malaria transmission
community -wide (if there is high use of insecticide -treated nets in the community).

The Synod Resource Center on the second floor of our church has one of these nets hanging
from their ceiling dwhy not stop in there and see it for yourself?

Evenin regions where insecticide -treated nets have been recommended for all children under
the age of 5 for years, most children do not sleep under a bed net. A long -lasting insecticide -treated
bed net costs an average of $5.00 and this cost is far beyond the reach of mo st families in poor rural
communities who survive through subsistence farming.
